Over 5 days in August, 24 womenôs associa-
tions put on a marketing exhibition that at-
tracted over 5000 visitors and sold $9000 
worth of produce. The Kherat Blady 2 event 
(following last years successful debut) has 
showcased the expertise and ingenuity of 
Gazaôs women. Their efforts have further been 
rewarded by the securing of a deal with the 
Safe Agriculture Producers Society (a local 
company) to the tune of almost $30,000 for the 
supply of 7,800 sacks of compost. 
 
Over 360 women contributed to the exhibition 
with a wide variety of different products, in-
cluding jams, olives, couscous, vegetables, 
seeds, cheese, date and palm products and 
fresh herbs. All items were produced locally 
and demonstrate the potential for marketing 
produce for the domestic market in Gaza. Non-
food items are also being produced such as 
handicrafts made from recycled materials. 

Even though doubts  were raised regarding the 
location of the exhibition (on the outskirts of 
town), it proved to be a roaring success and 
was very popular with locals as one women 
stated ñI was very happy to see so many of our 
traditional Palestinian products on display, 
many of whoôs production know-how is begin-
ning to be forgottenò.  
 
The event continues the expansion and devel-
opment of womenôs associations and their 
produce in  Gaza, following the opening of a 
selling point at a local supermarket last Rama-
dan and the extension of improved food proc-
essing through training. These initiatives show 
the resilience and capacity of the women of 
Gaza in these difficult times.
